CUVANT INAINTE

LITUA - 130 DE ANI DE DIALOG INTELECTUAL, RIGOARE
STIINTIFICA SI DESCHIDERE INTERDISCIPLINARA

Sarbatorirea a 130 de ani de la aparitia primului numar al publicatiei Litua
reprezintd nu doar un moment jubiliar de o importantd deosebita, ci si un act de
profunda reverenta in fata unei mosteniri culturale de exceptie. De la debutul sau
in aprilie 1896 si pand 1n prezent, parcursul acestei reviste reflectd nsdsi evolutia
spiritului critic si a metodologiilor de cercetare din spatiul romanesc, consolidandu-
se ca un reper de stabilitate si prestigiu In peisajul academic national.

Acest volum festiv celebreaza, asadar, nu doar o cifrd impresionanta, ci o
stare de spirit: curiozitatea intelectuald care transforma fragmentul de trecut intr-o
resursa vie pentru intelegerea prezentului si anticiparea, pe cét este posibil, a ceea ce
ar putea sa ne rezerve viitorul.

si valorilor patrimoniale locale. Drumul parcurs de la acel volum inaugural pana
la seria curentd, Litua. Studii si cercetari, a fost unul marcat de rezilientd. Dupa
perioade de ticere fortatd de vicisitudinile istoriei, reluarea publicarii in anul 1978
a marcat o renastere spirituald, demonstrand o capacitate remarcabild de adaptare la
noile rigori ale timpului, fard a face vreun compromis n privinta calitatii stiintifice.

Daca primele editii erau ancorate in rigoarea istoriografiei clasice si a
inventarierii patrimoniului local, astdzi, la borna celor 130 de ani, misiunea
revistei este promovarea cercetarii interdisciplinare. Intr-o eri a cunoasterii tot mai
fragmentate, Litua. Studii si cercetari si-a asumat rolul de mediator intre discipline,
intelegand ca fenomenele complexe ale trecutului nu pot fi descifrate printr-o
singurd lentili metodologica. In paginile sale, asistim la o convergentd organica
intre istorie, arheologie, etnografie, geologie, istoria culturii, stiinte politice etc.
Aceasta deschidere cétre interdisciplinaritate nu este doar o tendinta editoriald
actuala, ci o maturizare necesara a viziunii academice. Prin Incurajarea dialogului
dintre specialisti din arii conexe, revista a reusit sd aduca la lumina interpretari inedite
si sa redefineascd standardele de excelenta. Dinamica actuald a publicatiei, dar si
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consistenta stiintificd a acesteia, sustinuta de prezenta in baze de date internationale,
demonstreaza ca fidelitatea fatd de traditie poate coexista armonios cu inovatia
metodologica.

La acest ceas aniversar, ne exprimam gratitudinea fatd de toti colaboratorii
care au incredintat acestei reviste roadele muncii lor de cercetare. Litua. Studii si
cercetdri ramane un organism viu, un martor al continuitatii si un promotor neobosit
al integritdtii academice. Privim spre viitor cu increderea cd revista va continua sa fie
un catalizator al excelentei, raimanand fidela misiunii sale de a explora, cu acribie si
pasiune, profunzimile cunoasterii umane.

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FOREWORD
